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NOTES 
Now 20 years on from the inception of 
this race as the Golden Rose, it is easily 
the biggest G1 race for the Sydney 
Spring 3yo sprinters. The Golden Slipper 
equivalent for the new season sets up 
many a future career. The race has been 
a superb guide to Melbourne but it 
also added so much when Yes Yes Yes 
improved to take The Everest. In a brilliant 
performance, the Victorian colt Jacquinot 
flashed home from near the rear to 
just get up in 2022 and would then try 
climbing an even bigger mountain.
